As per the kind encouragement from Honorable Vice-Chairman of National Planning Commisgon, Dr. Shankar Prasad Sharma to prepare adistrict level
modeling on development indicators, this book has been published in the form of an occasional publication of CBS. For this, we would like to
acknowledge Honorable Vice-Chairman for his guideline and encouragement to us.

In this book, different types of socio-economic indicators that have the direct relationship with development have been analyzed and presented by
nationa aswell as district level. Moreover, based on the values of these indicators, districts have been ranked by using Compasite Indices. Based on the
values of theindicators, the 75 dstricts of Nepal have been classfied into three groups as Group A, Group B and Group C; so that each group consists of
25 districts. As per the development level shown by indicator values, the better first 25 districts are presented in Group A, then the middle 25 districtsin
Group B and thelast 25 dstrictsin Group C.

In this book, 28 indicaors have been presented representing from different sedors such as health, education, agriculture, employment, demography,
accessto fecilities and others. These indicaors were used to rank all 75 dstricts of Nepal as per development level. For this, the Overall Composite
Index is used. Definitely, there is no fixed set of indicators to judge the overal development level of an area In this regard, indicaors presented in this
book are also selective which we thought reliable for this gudy. Of course there are some other indicators that could be incorporated in this gudy,
however, due to the unavailability of such updated information at the time of preparation of this report, we could not incorporate it. Attempts will be
made to incorporate such issues in future publication of this kind.

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Methodology

For the purpose of ranking districts by development indicators, a well-known techniqgue named Compasite Index is used. This index
transforms all indicaors into 0to 1, which are freefrom the unit of measurement. Use of this process outlines the smallest value of the
indicator to 0 and the largest value to 1 and all other values between 0 and 1. The smallest value O represents worst condtion of
development and the largest value 1 represents excellent condtion d development. This transformation is often called Zero-to-One Scoring
Transformation. The computation formulafor this transformationis as follow:

Once all indicators are transformed into Compasite Indices, the Overall Compasite Index (OCI) is computed for the ranking of the districts
based on the available indicators. Since, a district identified as worst by ore indicator may not necessarily identify as worst by anather
indicator; hence, it is required to compute OCI for each dstrict. The OCI is calculated again by using the formula,
